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Lackawanna City School District Interscholastic COVID-19 Guidelines 
To student-athletes, coaches, staff, officials, administrators, parents and patrons: 

 
When you are attending events at our facilities, we are asking you to adhere to the following 

guidelines: 

 
● Facial coverings are required when students and spectators arrive on campus.  

 

● Athletes are required to wear masks at all times during their activity unless a face covering 

cannot be tolerated.  

 

● Locker rooms will not be available. Please come dressed and ready to play.  

 

● Bathrooms will be available on a limited basis.  

 

● Only two spectators per player are permitted on campus for athletic events and must have 

ECIC spectator credential. 

 

● Spectators must wear a mask at all times when unable to maintain a distance of 6 feet or 

greater between other spectators. Spectators will be asked to wear their mask whenever they are 

not seated.  

 

● Bleachers and fields have been marked with tape and paint with social distancing markers for 

spectators to utilize. Spectators are encouraged to bring their own chairs and/or seating.  

 

● Rosters for opposing teams, including a list of any staff members traveling with the team, need 

to be provided to the athletic office prior to the start of the contest. Coaches must attest that all 

members have been screened before they arrive on our campus, including taking of temperatures. 

Officials will be screened upon arrival. All participants must not have a temperature above 100º.  

 

● Each athlete must have their own personal water bottle. No coolers or hydration stations will 

be available.  

 

● Coaches must remain with their team until all members of their team have left the campus.  

 

● Coaches will utilize social distancing and face coverings during water breaks, huddles, moving 

around campus, beginning and end of game, bench areas and wherever possible during contests.  

 

● Spectators, please do not arrive more than 15 minutes before the beginning of your contest.
