
 

 

 

SH Athletic Campus: COVID-19 Guidelines 

  

To student-athletes, coaches, staff, officials, administrators, parents, and patrons: 

As we navigate through these uncertain times during the COVID-19 pandemic, we would like you to 

know that the health and safety of all student-athletes, coaches, staff, officials, administrators, parents 

and patrons is our number one priority. 

 

When you are attending events at our facilities, we are asking you to adhere to the following guidelines: 

 

● Coaches and all other game personnel must wear a mask at all times while on campus. 

● All athletes must wear a mask when they are moving around campus, seated on the bench, 

interacting with officials or training staff, etc and to the maximum extent possible during 

activity. 

● Athletes and game personnel must maintain a distance of 6 feet or greater between other 

individuals whenever possible.  

● Athletes are required to wear masks at all times during their activity unless a face covering 

cannot be tolerated. 

● Off court seating has been arranged to maintain social distancing. Seats may not be moved or 

rearranged. Bleachers will have social distancing markings as well to utilize while waiting to 

play.  

● Locker rooms will NOT be available. Please come dressed and ready to play. 

● Bathrooms will be available on a limited basis.  

● No spectators are permitted on campus for athletic events as per Section VI. 

● Opposing teams, game personel and officials will be screened with thermal camera temperature 

check upon arrival at the check-in table at gym entrance. ​All participants and game personnel 

must not have a temperature above 100º. 

● Rosters for opposing teams, including a list of any staff members traveling with the team, need 

to be provided to the check-in table prior to the start of the contest in order to gain entry to the 

game. 

● Each athlete must have their own personal water bottle. No coolers or hydration stations will be 

available.  

● Players and coaches will avoid spitting, chewing gum, touching eyes, face, mouth etc. 

● Coaches will utilize social distancing and face coverings during water breaks, huddles, moving 

around campus, beginning and end of game, bench areas and whenever possible during 

contests. 

● The concession stand will not be available. 

 

Basketball: We are asking that the JV teams do not stay for Varsity contests and vice versa. This also applies to 

Modified Girls and Boys basketball. Please do not arrive earlier than 30 minutes before your scheduled game. 
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
